Subject: Funny Pictures
Teaching Objectives:
1. to revise the learnt letters, sounds and words;
2. to revise and practice in using the learnt vocabulary (animals, numbers, colours, school things) and grammar;
3. to develop pupils’ speaking, reading, writing and listening skills and habits; to develop pupils’ quick reaction, memory and imagination;
4. to bring up culture of communication; to bring up positive attitude towards foreign  language studying.
Teaching Aids and Materials: a monkey puppet, a notebook, speakers, a multimedia projector, a white screen, CDs, a CD player, music tracks, a PowerPoint presentation “Funny Pictures”, pictures, colourful magnetic letters, a bag,  a board, a piece of chalk.

The pupils name the animals on the slide.

Slide №3-8 Listen and guess the animal.
Playing the guessing game. The pupils have to guess the animals by their sounds.
What’s this? 
It’s an elephant. It’s a lion. It’s a bee. It’s a parrot. It’s a hippo. It’s a monkey.

	3. Revision of grammar
	
	Slide №9-10 Count and say.
The pupils look at the slide, count the objects and answer the teacher’s questions.

How many …? One apple, three elephants, four bananas, two lions, one bee, five flowers.

Slide 11 Look and remember.

Playing the game “Memory”. The pupils look at the pictures carefully for 1 minute, then all the pictures disappear and the pupils have to answer the teacher’s questions.
How many flowers? Three flowers.
How many bananas? Five bananas.
How many elephants? Two elephants.
How many bees? Four bananas.
How many lions? Three lions.

E.g. E – yellow, c – orange, etc.
